PRESIDENT’S REPORT: AMANDA LUCAS

Popcorn Days: Popcorn treat days are going well. Our first day we sold 126 bags and on the second day 146 bags. We need to give Kernels 2 weeks notice when ordering, the teachers have sheets they fill out indicating flavour requested and they collect the money for us. We have been paying for the popcorn with gift cards ordered through Fundscrip, to earn a bit of money that way.
